Lucca is a historical city located in the wonderful Tuscany countryside, just an hour west of 
Florence and only twenty minutes by train from Pisa. It is famous for its intact city walls dating 
back to between the 15th and 17th centuries; the walls around Lucca are approximately 4.5 
km wide, complete with running and bike paths, giving you the perfect opportunity to take a 
late afternoon jog with the best vantage point in town.  
Lucca is a city with many squares and areas filled with young crowds during every time of 
the year. The city offers a plethora of prestigious shops and boutiques, early 20th century 
liberty style façades along Via Fillungo. Besides all the places like bars, cafes and pubs, 
Lucca offers locals and tourists a wide variety of events taking place throughout the year. 
Among the events that you can find every year, the most important and popular are the Lucca 
Comics & Games and the Lucca Summer Festival. 
The Province of Lucca offers also a variety of landscapes that includes lakes, mountains, 
rivers, hillsides and the sea. Starting from the Versilia coast and its beaches, the Apuan Alps 
and the splendid Garfagnana with its small characteristic villages such as Barga. These are 
perfect places for lovers of sports and nature; you can explore trails in the mountains walking 
or making excursions with the quad, in mountain bike and horseback or trying rafting, 
canoeing, canyoning  and diving up to 9 meters deep.
